The following individuals are eligible for NAHMA Educational Foundation grants provided they meet
the additional criteria outlined in this document:

¢ High school seniors or adults holding a GED that are planning to begin post-secondary
studies in the 2015/2016 school year

e High school graduates currently enrolled in college, university, community college, or trade/
professional schools

e Adults holding a high school diploma or GED pursuing additional educational opportunities

e Seniors must have 2.5 GPA or higher

e The student’s primary residence must be an Affordable Housing Management Association
(AHMA) member "affiliated property"

e The applicant/household must be in good standing

e Current NAHMA scholarship recipients may reapply if they have not graduated from their
program of study

Students have until May 29, 2015 to complete the online application and gather the needed
documents.
